£23,000 which will enable him to one-day walk unaided. So far the charity Move a Mountain 4 Marcus has
raised an amazing £15,000 but there’s still another £8,000 to go.

Milo wants to raise as much money as possible for Marcus, so he is asking you to sponsor him get his hair
cut.
